Troubleshooting

If the gate does not stay closed:

1. The Upper latch set is not properly adjusted.

Solution: Adjust the upper tension knobs by turning them counter-clockwise to
release tension or clockwise to increase tension. Ensure that the upper latch set

o Tighten both of the tension knobs on the bottom inward towards the
frame at the same time, as shown in Figure J. Then tighten both of the tension
knobs on the top inward towards the frame at the same time, as shown in
Figure K, so that the upper latch set goes below the release button completely,
as shown in Figure M.

To verify installation: Push the frame to ensure that it is secure in the opening
and then push the gate panel to ensure that the upper and lower latch sets
lock securely in the housings on the frame, as shown in Figures L and M.

MAINTENANCE:

1. Regularly check tension knobs and rubber pads to make sure the gate is
securely in place.

2. Do not use the gate if any components are damaged or missing.

3. Wipe surface with a damp cloth or sponge using mild detergent and
warm water.
